Month/Season – As provided in the original source.  Left blank if unknown.
Day – day of the month record occurred
Record Type – Listed as Specimen if record is associated with a museum specimen.  All other occurrence records are considered observational in nature.
Number of Individuals Reported – the number of gray-headed chickadees observed or collected in that record, if known.
State or Territory – the state or territory in which the record occurred.
General Location – the city, drainage, or other geographic location nearest to where the record occurred.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Latitude and Longitude – specific location of all records were withheld in accordance with Alaska State Statute 16.05.815(d) to protect the location of sensitive wildlife.
Observer or Collector – Lists the name of the person who collected the museum specimen or made the observation.  Names not available from other published sources were withheld in accordance with Alaska State Statute 16.05.815(d) to protect personal information.
Reference – The unique identifier of the record if available.  For museum specimens, we provide the museum’s acronym followed by the specimen number.  For observations from the literature, we provide the citation.  For eBird records, we provide the checklist number for that record.
