FirstFound, LastPresent, LastChecked, AgeDay1, Fate) – Fields used as inputs to nest survival model as described in Section C.18 RMark – Nest survival example if Program MARK – A Gentle Introduction.   Data reflect a nesting season from March 27–June 22 (nocc=88).  
AgeFound:  Estimated days of incubation when nest was found.

DayIncInit:  Day in nesting season when incubation was estimated to have commenced.  This estimate was determined by the following in priority order:  (1)  backdating from hatch, (2) comparing egg weight with estimates of fresh egg weight using methods of Hoyt (1979) and Burnham (1983), and (3) telemetry data.
AgeFence:  Estimated age when predator-deterrent fence was placed relative to DayIncInit

AgeStand:  Estimated age when predator-deterrent fence was stood straight relative to DayIncInit.

AgeBend:   Estimated age when top of predator-deterrent fence was bent outward to discourage predators from climbing up and over top of fence relative to DayIncInit.
Abandon: Indicates whether nest was abandoned or not.  0 = no, 1 = yes.

Record.ID:  Record ID for nesting data in original Microsoft Access database.

HEN_SB:  Hen ID

YEAR:  Self-explanatory

OUTCOME:  Self-explanatory

FENCED:  Self-explanatory

CLUTCH_SIZ:  Self-explanatory

FinalClutchSize:  Reflects reductions from original clutch size due to egg loss during incubation.  Also relects collection of eggs for research purposes.

NumberHatch:  FinalClutchSize – unhatched eggs

HatchPct:  Proportion of FinalClutchSize that hatched.

FenceSize:  LARGE = 200-ft perimeter, SMALL = 100-ft perimeter
