The following definitions apply for worksheet titles, column headings, variables, and terms for the Supplemental Material Data S1, http://dx.doi.org/10.3996/022011-JFWM-014.S3
Worksheet Titles.  There are 5 sampling periods identified: 5212009, 8192009, 5112010, 6022010, and 7192010.  These numbers correspond to dates: May 21, 2009, August 19, 2009, May 11, 2010, June 2, 2010, and July 19, 2010, respectively. 
Column Headings.  
DATE:  This is that date that sampling took place.
SPECIES:  This is the species of bat that was captured. In this case the species is Myotis lucifugus, abbreviated MYLU.
AGE:  This is the age of the bat captured.  It will either be AD for adult, JUV for juvenile, or UNK if the age of the bat was not identified.
SEX:  This is the sex of the bat captured.  It will either be F for female or M for male.
REPRO:  This is the reproductive condition of the bat captured.  It will either be LAC for lactating (for a bat with obvious nipples with expression of milk), NA for not applicable (in the case of a juvenile female bat), NR for non-reproductive (for a bat showing no noticeable signs of reproduction upon gross examination), PL for post-lactating (for a bat that has obvious nipples with no expression of milk), PREG for a pregnant bat (where the fetus is palpable on gross examination), or UNK for unknown (where the bat was not examined for reproductive condition).
WNS:  This is the wing condition score.  Suspected white-nose syndrome (WNS) infection was assessed by visually inspecting wing membranes of bats for damage and ranking the condition numerically from 0 to 3, where 0 indicated no evidence of damage and 3 indicated the highest level of damage, and UNK indicates unknown damage.  The methodologies follow Reichard and Kunz 2009.  
[bookmark: OLE_LINK11][bookmark: OLE_LINK12]NEW CAPTURE:  Has the bat been previously captured, yes/no (Y/N)?  Previous captures are based solely on the presence of a band.
BAND #:  Every bat is assigned a unique band number.  If the bat was previously banded, that band number is recorded.  If the bat is a new capture the new number is recorded. 
SWABBED:   Was a swab sample taken of the individual bat, yes/no (Y/N)?
MEDIA PLATE:  Was a culture sample taken of the individual bat, yes/no (Y/N)?
GD SWAB RESULTS:  Was Geomyces destructans (GD) isolated from the swab sample taken from the individual bat?  NA indicates no swab sample was taken, ND indicates that presence of Geomyces destructans was not detected, and POS indicates that the presence of Geomyces destructans was detected.
GD MEDIA PLATE RESULTS:  Was Geomyces destructans (GD) isolated from the culture sample taken from the individual bat?  NA indicates no culture sample was taken, ND indicates that presence of Geomyces destructans was not detected, and POS indicates that the presence of Geomyces destructans was detected.
