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twelve blacki.sh spots at regular intervals on dorsal fin, six or se\'"en 
similar ones on anal. The ventral on the eyed side is marked like 
the anal. The ,eolors and spots extend over on the b~nd side on the 
nasal bones, premaxillary, chin, a.ud interopercle. The skinny fiap in 
the mouth between the teeth and vomer is also spotted. 

One specimen (26838), 16 inches in length. 
This species, well described and figured by Broussonet in 1782, seems 

not to have bt'en seen by any succeeding author. The specific name 
"mancru" has been wrongly transferred by Dr. Giintber to the very 
diiferent Platophrys Mterophtllalmtt& of tbo Mediterranean.

The collection which is the subject of the present paper was made by 
the writer while investigating the fish and fisheries of Alaska for the 
United States Fish Commissioner, in company with the CoaRt SllfVey 
party commanded by Mr. W. H. Dn.U. 

Owing to the engrossing nature of the primary object of my inquiry 
and the limited number ot days passed in port, there was little oppor· 
tuuity for collecting and observing birds. However, as fish were not 
plentiful north of the Arctic circle and birds were comparatively abund­
ant and desirable for the Museum, much of my t.ime was devoted to 
making bird ~<kina while itt that region. Especial effort waa made, also, 
to procure a good ~~erieR of skius of the species of ,1Jew8piza, inhabiting 
the mainland and islands of the 1\lrritory. The region in which M.fa8· 
ciata rnjina occurs is so intere>sting ancl rich ichthyologically that birds 
were ·necessarily neglected, 80(1 thitl sparrow iS rel>FelleUted by only 8 

few skins. The insular species (cirl(tl'ea), on the other band, came in for 
a larger share of attention. 

Iu order to give an idea of the time which one may ordinarily devote 
to bird-collecting who ill not sent upon t.hat special duty, I will state 
here the number of days which wt~re de\"otcd mainly or partly to that 
workduringtbesixmonthsofourcruise: Ma.y,2days; June,ll; July, 
11; August, 9; September, 9; October, 7; in all 49 days. 

Although the number of species securetl i" small (less than a thin! of 
the whole number known to ooour in .Alaska), there are some inter<'sting 
features about the collection. Many of the species here mentioned are 
from localities north of the Ar•:tic circle, and some of them were not 
previously recorded from the Territory. The specimen of Euri11orhynclws 
pygmCEtU obtained by our party in Plover 13ny was the first secured for 
au American museum, and it! in a pin mage which hat~ not yet. been iiJUR· 

trated. Six young individuals of Sa:ricola ama11the Wl're found between 
Port Clarence and Cape Lisburne. .Empidona.x dif}iciUt and Buteo bore­
ali$ caluT'U8 were obtained for the first time in the Ten·itory. The mugo 
of Actodromas acuminata was extended north ward to Port Clarenl!e. 

Larus ma.rilm8 wa11 found to be common on Unal81!hka lt~lund, though 
previously unknown in Alaska.. 

Diomedea 1nelanoplirys was seen within 1,060 miles west of Cape Men· 
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docillo, California, aad may safely be claimed for tile fauna of the United 
Sta~. The nests .of H inmfi& m-yUirogulm and. Jf'~ fuoii!M. 
r11ji~~a are worthy of more extended enmiDIRion than I have been able 
to give them. 

On the 23d of October, when about 700 miles south of Unal1111hka 
Island, a small flock of geese was seen flying towards the southeast, and 
11ometimee resting on the water. We (lid not eail cloee enough to make 
them out., but there is little doubt that they belonged to the genus Amer. 
Mr. Dall, Mr. Baker, Captain Herend&en, and I looked at them with a 
glass, and all agreed M to the identillcation. Owing to the distance, 
we could not determine the species. 

So far aa most of the epeeies are concerned 1 have simply transcribed 
my hlllltily made lleld notea. In a few C8lltl8, however, I ha"'e supple­
mented th~ fl'agment& by &nbeeqaent investigations in the Museum. 
Even in this small collection there still remains some material that is 
worthy of the att&ntion and will, doubtlese. eventually receive the notice 
of 11o11 oru.ithologist. 

To Mr. Dall I owe the opportunity of joinillg his party! and he, as well 
118 his aaaistants, contributed as much as poesible to the oollection; the 
J)robability of finding .Ewi110rlpdau at Plover Bay was ll.nt suggested 
by Mr. Dall. 

I am much indebted to Mr. Robert Ridgway for aid in determining 
the species collected by me and for ad rice in the preparation of these 
notes.

At Cape Lisburne this bird was found with Ant~u lvdovicmnm, but 
was not nearly so abundant as the tiUark. I saw it also 10 miles to the 
e&lltward of Cape Lisburne. Its movements are similar to thO&e of A•· 
tli.U~. It was feeding here on grass seeds and frnit of Sazifraga,, and was, 
in consequence, exoeesively fat. 

On Chami880 leland the only two seen were secured ; they were on a 
sand and gravel beach and the low blulfs adj~nt. 

Capt. E. P. Herendeen went ashore, September 1, on the east side of · 
Choris Peninsula and reported having eeen stoneehats, one of which 
he wounded but could not get. Owing to the rain he found it useless 
to attempt to collect small birds. · 

At Port Olarenoe only one was seen; this was near the beach on the 
westside ofthe spit. The day was cold and windy, with a little rain aml 
some snow.

A pair of the abot"e species of swallow Wall observed for some time 
circling a.round Cave Rock, on Amaknak Island, near Iliuliok. In the 
mouth Of the cave Wall the Dl!8t here to be deecribed. The SWallOWS 
were not seen on the Dl.'st, but there is no l'll880Dable doubt that the pair 
obtained were the owners. 

The nest in its present condition is 1q inches long; the greatest depth 
of the front wall is 3 Inches; the gro&l lining, on which is plACed au 
additional cushion of feathers, is 3! Inches long and nearly 3 inches 
wide on top; the back wall of the nest contains only grasses and sea· 
weeds; the mud wall sepnratee readily Into only four lnyers. The mud 
in its dry state crumbles t'ery readily, and could not have had great 
cohesive power originally. To remedy this defect, tbe pellets were in­
termingled with a long, narrow, red sea-weM which bas considerable 
strength and furnishes a sticky secretion well adapt6(1 for holding tbem 
together, and the same sea-weed was employed between the layers. 
The mud was evidently found on the shore close to high-water mark, 
as it contains numerous small shells which way be always seen in such 
location. The graBS seems to be mainly the common wild rye of the 
'\'icinity. The inner lining is ample and prettily arranged. It cousist3 
of soft feathers of young bald eagle, raven, and gull, tMtefully inter· 
twined, and fonning a shallow, but luxurious, cushion. 

The structure and situation of tbis nest are siwiJJ.r to what Mr. Ridg· 
way observed at Pyramid Lake and the Ruby Mountains;• but the 
limited number of mud layers of tbe Unaloebka nt>st and the introduc­
tion of a glutinous sea-weed to supply the defecth·e cohesive })OWCr of 
the pellets fonning the wall, afl'ord " new illustration of the faculty 
which thia swallow poaBl'RBl'S of ndaptang itself to the conditione of its 
en'l"ironmeut.

From the abo,·e list of skins, secured on Chamisso Jslaod, I~ wiD be 
ob~rved that these red poUs were quite abumlant there; indoed it was 
the only land bird found in numbers. Some grouse were seen. but not 
by me. A Bingle Pa81ercttlu• was obserred and secnre4. Two young 
stone chats (Sa:eioola. e~mantlte) were obtained; no others were seen. On 
this island the land rises gra<lu:J.IIy from the Bides and ends, so that a 
nry regular eur\·e Is shown. With the exception. of nnmeroU& hom· 
mocks, which greatly impe<le walking, there are no serious hinderance.& 
to collecting. The islaud is oovere1l '1\'ith grass, alder, and willow, ami 
there is also a d wad birch. Wild rye i11 present in considerable patcbCIJ 
lu some places. Salmon berriett, whortleberries, empetrom, no\1 another 
berry which is not edible, were all abundant. There are some little rills 
of tolerably good water. We fonn<l Bgwtltu. most abundant, swaying 
on the stalks or wild rye ao1l in the small trees lining the rivulet bank& 
Tht>re are some elit1'11 in a tumble-down condition, nnd occasional dee11 
cut~ between and emn.!lstretches of saml beach. On these clifls were 
immense nuiJibers of puffins. 

Many of tbe~ skins of the wblte·rnmped redpoll show a great nmoont 
or wearing or the feathers, particularly of the tail, and in one bird the 
tail is ftuely graduated.

• On Little Koniushi Island I obtained one adult male and several 
young birde-all of them from the top of the ridge severn! times refer­
red to. The young were able to make short flights only. 
. At Plover Bay Plect7'0pllaM& fiiiJaliB wa.s found in smnll numbers, 
genemlly feeding on refuse near the summer tents; difficult to shoot ou 
that account, and when it flew away it wa.s hard to overtake, since it 
remainetl only a few seconds in once plooe. 

Near Icy Cape, Alaska, PlectrophaMB wa.s again scaree, shy, and hard 
to shoot. One of these buntings, which was followed for a long time, 
hut not secured, showed a nearer approach to the winter plumage than 
the individual brought down. 

At Point Belcher P. ni~Jalis was more abundant than at any of the 
other localities where we obtained it, althoJ,tgh even he1·e there were 
compa.rati,•ely few, OentrophaMB lapponicu4 being mncb more common. 

At Port Clarence few of the species were soon; they were usually 
found not Car from the beach, not going inland on the spit like Centro· 
p'Aa!iel. 

As we approached Cape Upright, Saint Mathew Island, September 
22, 1880, small flocks of the snow bunting from the land fiew around the 
vessel; they were in winter plumage, or nearly 110.

The specimens obtained at Belkoffsky, which is on the peninsula of 
Aliaska, were young; the species was by no means common at the date 
of my collecting, but it was more abundant than any other land bird 
except Pa&rermtlu BalldlCicheW. The birds were on tlie low plateau 
'!?ordering the sea-shore near t.he village. 
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At Port Clarenoo the bird was common in small flocks, feeding on 
seeds, usually near the small lagoons which are present on the spit. 

At Cape Lisburne and 10 miles to the eastwar1l I observed numerou,\1 
examples on the 21st and 22d of August, feeding, as usual, on· seeds of 
species of Sazifraga, and congregating in small tl.ocks. 

At Point Belcher, August 27, there were niore of this' species than at 
any other place visited by us. They were, as elsewhere, feeding on 
gra88 seeds sud the seeds of flowering plants, among which Saxif.-aga. 
was mo~t common. N)lmber 81358 of this lot is worthy of mention· ou 
account of the deformity of its bill; thll gonys i8 nearly twice as long o.s 
the culmen sud decidedly hooked.

Tbe spit in Chugacbik Bsy, on which I collected birds July 1, 1880, 
is low and level, Ita beaches higher tbon the intelior. At some high 
tidea the eea breaks over and carries with it immense numbers of fish, 
which are left stranded when the wsters recede. This occurred a few 
days before our '"illit, and we saw tbousands upon thou11ands of flahes 
lying uncovered on the ground. Gl1lat quantitiea of drift-wood are 
found here. Wild . wheat abounds, and there are many pretty flow­
ering plants, alnong which are aerrana, violets, chick\veed, vetch, and 
Jacob's ladder. There Is al110 a little grove of Sitka spruce", in which I 
found the redpolla (~giotlttl) and thrushes. Pa1Hrcvlw1 waa quite 
abundant in the wild whP.at. On this spit waa found the young eider 
which I have numbered in my catalogue. 

On the 2d of July we visited Glacier spit, distant 9 miles from our 
anchorage. Here a pair of eagles h8(1 a neet on one of the tall piues. 
A small plover, resembling the lrllldeer and with llimilar actions, was 
shot but bsdly mutilated and finally loet.

As nearly as I can determine from the material in the collection, the 
conclwlions e:w;preaaed in the Hietory of North American birds by 
Baird, Brewer, and Ridgway are fully jnetdled. There i8 a large 
series of akill.ll of oiur60 from Kodiak and U naluhka:, but UJe repr& 
&entation of ji!Mtato. rtlflu i8 stall nnsat.iafactory, and the 110ng sparrow 
of the western illlanda of the Aleutian chain baa a meager sbowiog. A 
study of tbe collection in its present state, as already remarked, will 
lead us to the adoption of the viewa advanced in the History of North 
American Birds: M~ /~ ntjlu i8 notably smaller thu 1lf. 
ciMrea in its wing, tail1 tarBwl, middle toe, and all measurements of the 
bill; in colorotion, also, adult birds of the two apeciee differ greatly.

A nt-st of this sparrow containing 4 eggs was sent over from W oocled 

Island, Kodiak, Jnly 11, 18801 by Nicolas Pavlolf. 
On little Konill8bi Island it was not uncommon on the low ground 

bordering Northwest Harbor. Not seen on the beach, because there is 
none, properly spe4klug, and small crustacea would scarcely occur _in 
sufficient numbers to attract these sparrows. 

It frequents the sea-shore at Chernolfsky and lliuliuk, feeding among 
sea-weeds.

The afternoon of July 41 18801 was decidedly warm for bird.eollectiog 
at Graham Harbor, &lld I have a lively recollection of the dlfftcnlties 
encountered in the tbilber at that place. 'Tlie' sonud of a woodpeckt!r 
tapping on a dead tree allured me to the cbiUie. There was a lavish 
display of fiowering plants-American cowslip, salmon berry, anemones, 
and a t-ntiful blue cranesbill. Frost hatl nipped the detestable wild 
ginseng (PaM~~: Mrridum), bot unfortunately had not destroyed the en­
tire crop. Mosquitos were at the climax of their capacity for making 
life wretched. The only bird that could be approached with o. degree 
of comfort was the song sparrow (M~Io'P~f!Uciata rvj!M), which fre­
quented the beach and its immediate vicinity. P!Uierllll4 hid in the re­
cessea of the timber, and the way to him Jed through stinging acres of 
Pa~, over legions of briar-beset, snaggy fallen trees, into nnmberl8d8 
coucenled pltfalla, and within the juriadic~on of the mollt relentleBS mos­
quitos known to man.. Bird-oollec.tiug here was aimply a painfnl duty, 
and the reward of honllllt labor was inadequaw, becaU86 one was al­
mollt aore to loee a bird after killing It in that niaze of undergrowth. 

On Little Koniusbi Llland I found this PauHella associated with Plec­
tropl&a.- "'"alU and A.tku l.OO.,iciat~u on the top of the ridge over­
looking Northwest Harbor, about 1,200 feet above tbe sea leveL Walk· · 
ing on this island is simply torture, especially for one who is intent on 
birds and tak~ no.beed to his step~~. The soil is sot\ and yielding, and 
in mollt places thickly covered with looee rocks, ecrob alder, an<l a kio<l 
of wild apple-all miugled in such a. way as to Impede one's progress 
and multiply hie toiL Sitka and Port Mulgrave are little better for 
comfortable walking than the localities jnst dllll('.ribed.; indeed, most of 
the timbered region, so far as I have obsen-ed, is a most dl.eoouraging 
field for pedeatrianiam..

· and there were many small, rapid streams of delightfully cool water 
rushing down from the steep hill behind the village. The valley be· 
tween this bill and the sea is undulating, free from alder and other im· 
pediments to travel, rich in grasses and ftowers, and abounding in 
patches of exceedingly hard stones covered with lichens. Iris, geranium, 
aster, Pinguicttla, azaleas, Jacob's ladd~, painted cnps, yarrow, and 
water willow were in bloom.

There are no trees exoept the very scrubby 
d wart willows. We found a tew flowering plants, and many exquiRite 
lichens. The shallow lagoons are well stocked with sticklebacks. Cen· 

• tropltana 1apponiC'IU was common ; a few Plectropl•anu ni'l'ali8 were seen 
and only one &xicola amantl1e. A wagtail wns observed on the 6th and 
again on the 8th of September, but too tar off for identification. .LartU 
glauce~~cens was abnndant, associated with kittiwakes. 

I saw here a bird which I supposed to be a small wren; it appeared 
unexpectedly, when my attention was llxed on other species, alighted 
not very far oft', was marked down and diligently searched for in a place 
where there was no apparent chance of escape, but unfortnuately could 
not be found.

The feet of two indh·iduals shot at Cape Lisburne are preeerved in 
alcohol. There is a well-developed nail on the hind toe of one of these 
feet, while the rest of the nails are quite rudimentary. The pair of feet 
ba viugthe beat den•loped nails bad, .wbt•n fresh, a mere trace of yellowish 
on the skin of the uuder surfooe of the toes, while the other pair had 
llright yellow an:as on the corresponding parts. 

The young female shot at St. Mathew bland was in the nest. The 
nests were built of se.a-weeds on high, narrow ledges of the iuacceliSible 
clillil. Abundant in this locality with Fratercula cornictdaw and F~tl­
marus gUwiaU& Rodgersi. At St. Mathew Island we saw a great many 
beautiful young kittiwake/\ fiying ne1lr Cape Upright, the black collars 
and wing patches making them attractive objects of pursuit.

The "Yukon" sailed from San Francisco May 131 p~ing to the 

weatward toevera.l hundred miles and then laying her course for 8itka. 
From the tinie we left the bar until we neared north latitude 52 degrees 
on this ''Oya.ge D. 11igripes was with us every day, soaring around us 
when we bad a good breeze and leisurely following in our wake or float;.. 
iug astern when the wind was light or wanting. On the above date 
(May 15) we caught three of these birds with a fish-hook baited with 
pork. Soon after taking them on deck one of them became IK'RBick, and 
ejected a piece of pumice. One of the calls of this albatross is similar 
to the peeping aouud of very young chickens. It makes a peculiar sound, 
too, by striking ita jaws together when approached on deck, and can in­
flict a painful wound with its sharp book. These goniea pick up what;.. 
ever floating food is cast from the veaael, and it is surprising to see how 
soon after anything is cast. overboard a flock of the birds willnpproacb, 
although none may be in sight at the time. In alighting after rapid 
!light they back air with their wings, drop their legs nod thrust their 
feet forward to back water, making a light splashing. AI! soon as a 
small flock baa gathered the gonies begin to fight and scream over their 
floating food, watching one another to see when anything turns up, the 
quickest and etrongeat getting the moat. One of the most laoghnb:e 
things we saw wRB the cbaae of an overloaded Fratercula by one of these 
goniea; the Fratercula skimmed along cloee to the surface of the water 
and sometimea U.}Jpareutly floundering through it, aa if its body were 
too heavy for ita wings; the gony followed In bot haste but was soon 
foiled, astonished, and apparently much disgusted by the unexpected 
diving of the little straggler. 

As we proceeded northward we observed a larger proportion of old 
birdR with the upper and under tail coverts and part of the belly white. 
We 1\aW no individuals of D. nigripea as far north as Sitka on the north· 
ward voyage. On our homeward way late in October, we saw the spe­
cies fre.quently when about 700 milea sooth of Uualasbka; a few were re· 
ported within 300 miles south of this leland. 

Measurements of nomber 3009 from the fresh specimen: Length, 
28.50; extent, 7!1.50; wing, 1!1.50; tail, 6; bill, 3.75; bead, 2.87; tarsus, 
3.50; middle toe, 4; middle toe claw, .62; iris umber; tarsus, foot, billie 
and tip of bill black ; remainder of bill plumbeous. 

A second living one, caught wit.h the lnst, bad the bill 4. . 
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A very large one caught May 16 gave the following record: Length, I

It hna been extremely ditlicult to kill these birds because they 
never come near the vessel nor allow it to approach them closely. Un· 
like D. fligripe~~, it is extremely shy. 

Measurements from the 1"6Cently·killed bird: Extent, 88; wing, 21; 
tail, 6.75; bead, 3.75; bill, ll.19; tarsus, 3.87; middle toe and claw, 5.12. 
Bill flt>sh color, with a faini purplish tinge; hook light. born color; 
iris dark brown. 

The Kodiak native name for this gony is Kay·mdh·ryeerk'. 
In about north latitude 51 degrees we begun to lose sight of D. fligripu, 

and lJ. brach.pra took its place. From latitude 52 degrees north the 
latter species increased in numbers. We found it at various pointe 
around the Gulf of Alaska., but the mouth of Cook's In let, and the vicinity 
of the Barren Islands, seemed to be its favorite summer resort. Natives 
of the trading village Alexaudrovsk frequently spear this bird from their 
bidarkas. I picked up four skins of this species from a 11ile of refuse at 
this village. 

We saw D. brackpra in Unimak Pass July 251 and in Bering Sea, oft' 
Makushin, on the following day. A single individual was seen August 
10 about 40 miles to the westward of the entmnce to Plover Bay. An­
other individual was seen September 18 to the northward of St. Law­
rence Island. On the 22tl of September we saw a few of these birds in 
the vicinity of St. Mathew Island. On the 5th of October we saw a few · 
individuals, in beautiful plumage, while under sail from Chernotfsky, 
along the west .:east of U nalnshka, to Iliuliuk. 

70. DIOMEDEA. MELA.NOPIIRYB Ternm. 

On the 31st of October a single Diomedea was seen on the Pacific not 
far from the following position : North latitude 400 30', west longitude 
1420 23'. Observing that it differed grea,tly ti:om the common D. 1tigripes, 
I made theae notes concerning it: Head, neck, lower parts, and rump 
white; the under surface of the wings, too, shows cousi!lerable light 
color; elsewhere the bird is dark gray like nigripe1; in size it is slightly 
less than the nigripu around it; the dark part of the wing of this bird 
Is very different from the black of D. brach.y"ra so far as obsened; the 
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bill is light ; a dafk streak runs from the bill behind the eye; the bh-d 
could not be secured. 

This description, taken while the bird wRB tlying near the vessel, e'l"i· 
dently indicates D. melatWpllry•, as suggested to me by Mr. Ridgway 
recently, and, if so, the range of that species will be extended to within 
about 1,060 miles west of Cape Mendocino, California, thus coming well 
within the limits of D. t~igripu.
